PLEASE REVIEW THIS TERMS OF USE AGREEMENT, WHICH SETS OUT THE TERMS OF YOUR USE OF
STIFEL INSTITUTIONALCLIENT ACCESS (“CLIENT ACCESS” OR THE “PLATFORM”) AND THE

Take any action that imposes or may impose (as determined by us) an unreasonable or
disproportionatelylarge load on our (or our Third-Party Providers’) infrastructure, unless you obtain our
priorexpress written consentin eachinstance, which we may rescind at any time, with orwithoutnotice
orcause;

Interfere or attempt to interferewith the properfunctioningofthe Services;

Seek to accessthe information ofany otheruser of Client Access;or

Bypass or circumvent, or attempt to bypass or circumvent, any measures we may use to preventor
restrictaccessto ClientAccess (orotheraccounts, computer systems, or networks connected to the
Services).

We reservethe rightto terminate our legal agreement with you forany reason ornoreason,inour
soleand absolute discretion, by providing notice of such termination to you. Thetermination of
this Agreement will not affect any of ourrights oryour obligations arisingunder this Agreement
priorto termination and upon termination of this Agreement: (i) all rights granted to you to your
access and useofthe Services shallimmediately cease, and (ii) Sections 2,4, 7,9, 10,12,13, 16
and 17 shall survivetermination ofthis Agreement for any reason.

Arbitration
